Army of Flowers presses on 
Exclusive interview with leader “Kiku” below!

Just over a month ago, Adventurers traveled 

to occupied Isildar with stealth and managed 

to salvage a victory for the Army of Flowers. 

A leader of the Resistance known only as 

“Kiku,” the Chrysanthemum, had been 

captured by Nocturnal Empire forces. 

Adventurers moved swiftly and minimized the 

damage to the Resistance by freeing Kiku 

before the leader could be broken in 

interrogation. 

Sneaking into a Nocturnal Empire building 

via secret methods, the Adventurers dealt a 

blow to the occupying forces both directly, via 

taking out many soldiers, and indirectly, 

through sabotage, all while accomplishing 

their important mission. 

The Diamond City Times was able to secure 

an interview with Kiku, under condition of 

continued anonymity. They are here quoted 

directly. 

Times: What did your capture signify?

Times: Now that you have escaped, what can 

you tell us about how things are going in 

Isildar, and for the Resistance more 

generally? 

Kiku: Things are tough in Isildar. The 

Resistance is doing its best but needs more 

support. The Army of Flowers is fighting on 

multiple fronts – both in Isildar and back on 

the main island – and in a multitude of ways. 

We need more people willing to take risks, 

to join the ranks, to smuggle, fight, and to 

take creative actions, like countering 

propaganda from the Empire. (cont. on p. 2) 

 

 

 

 

 

Who  - and what – the “Silence” is remains a 

mystery as of this printing.

Interview with Kiku, continued 

Times: How can the average citizen aid 

your cause? 

Kiku: We are always in need of food, 

medical supplies, good boots, survival gear 

– we often have to rough it. And we need 

safe places for important refugees we can 

sneak out, so if you have a spare room and 

can house someone quietly and discreetly, 

even for a short period of time, please let 

us know. 

Times: What’s the one thing that you 

think is most important for the citizens of 

Samazar to understand about this fight? 

Kiku: The Nocturnal Empire isn’t just out 

for power and it doesn’t just have its eyes 

on Isildar. They have their eyes on the 

whole world. They seek complete and 

total domination – a domination that 

leaves no room for disagreement, dissent, 

or difference. They believe fully and 

zealously in the superiority of dragonkin 

over other races and their right to 

subjugate all others. And they will not stop 

with Isildar – they can and will move on 

Kishar, Samazar, and other places as soon 

as they are confident that they can win. 
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
